DEPARTMENT HEAD MEETING 
Meeting was hosted by Abbey Mullis opened at 8:45 a.m. in the Ambulance Building meeting 

room.  Those present were Shelley Hornung, Dawn James, Paula Weeks, Randy Gorton, Tom 

Ridnour, Jason Richardson, Dave Hornung, Gary Koop, Cory Wall, and Susan Corliss. The meeting 

started with the Pledge of Allegiance. 

Abbey Mullis and her staff in the Assessor Office have been busy measuring the new 

construction locations. They are done with Love’s and the Extended Stay motel; the Hospitality 

Suites will be next when the scaffolding is down.  
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Shelley Hornung shared that Human Services has a new caseworker, Krista Durbin, starting on 

Monday. The department will be fully staffed when a new caseworker starts in April. Both of these 

caseworkers will be in training during the next twelve months.  

Dawn James stated that the Public Health is now fully staffed with the new part-time nurse. 

Business is running smoothly. 

Paula Weeks reported the Administration Office is getting ready for the audit in May. As a 

reminder to all department heads, the county webpages need to be updated and kept as current as 

possible.   

Randy Gorton stated that the landfill is steady. He has found out that Seibert will be 

demolishing three buildings on Main Street, so the landfill is getting ready for the increase of debris. 

Susan Corliss indicated that the Clerk and Recorder’s office will be helping with Kit Carson 

County Health District Election on May 3rd while getting ready for the Primary Election. The on-site 

visit for the new recording system went very well yesterday. There will be new driver’s license 

equipment installed in April for the new design of the Colorado Driver’s License.  

Sheriff Tom Ridnour has scheduled testing for the county tornado sirens on April 6th starting at 

10:00 a.m. in Burlington moving across the county in five minute increments. The Code Red will be 

tested at the same time. 

Jason Richardson reported that there will be an AKC Brittany Spaniel Dog Show this weekend 

at the fair show pavilion that he has been getting ready for. The department heads thanked Jason and 

Josh for all of the work they have been doing to repair the buildings. 

Dave Hornung shared that Charles Crisp is working at home while he continues to recover. The 

commissioners will be attending lunch at the Bethune School today for their etiquette lunch. Concern 

has been expressed about the low number of prisoners at CCA and what is in their future. Interviews 

for the Health and Human Services director position are taking place this Friday, since the 

exploration with the Northeast Medical Region did not pan out. 

Gary Koop attended a CDOT meeting that detailed hazardous intersections of which Burlington 

has two – Rose & Lincoln and Rose and 8th Street because of the hard turns for wide oversized loads. 

Gary asked if it would be possible to change the speed limit on Lincoln Avenue but CDOT said that a 

study would have to be performed first. The bridge repair from Burlington to the state line is 

scheduled to take about eight months. There will be one lane traffic both directions during this 

construction. Highway 24 will have construction from Stratton to Seibert while I-70 will see 

construction west of Seibert this summer as well. 

Cory Wall indicated that District 2 has a new semi and the gravel hauling has started. Cory is 

still meeting weekly with Health and Human Services but had to call in this past week due to having 

influenza. The influenza has hit the community pretty hard with the annex and courthouse being short 

staffed because of it.
