NFP CONTRACT CONTINUATION
Dawn James presented the Nurse Home Family Partnership (NFP) Contract #88632 with Contract Reference 15 IHIA 68673 for July 1, 2016 to June 30, 2017 that is related to the fiscal management of the Colorado Nurse Home Visitor Program through meetings and/or trainings, provide Nurse Home Visitor services, submit all Medicaid reimbursement requests, refer families to other programs, and ensure that children from birth to 2 years of age are referred to Early Intervention Colorado if they are eligible. 
Dave Hornung moved to sign the amended 2016-2017 NFP Contract for reimbursements of $372,374, seconded by Gary Koop. The motion was carried by unanimous vote by Cory Wall.

IMMUNIZATION CORE 
The fully executed 2016 Grant Funding Change Letter for 16 FHHA 88405 indicates that the Contract Cumulative Grant Total is $25,756.00, which is an increase of $2,848.00 from the State of Colorado effective March 20, 2016.

MCH FUNDING
Dawn James presented information of the Child Fatality Prevention System Funding to Local Teams for Fiscal Year 2017. Additional funds of $1,500 will be increase to the next contract beginning July 1, 2016.  Most of the funding in our county has been used to purchase car seats since most child deaths are due to car accidents. 

NURSE FAMILY PARTNERSHIP RENTAL AGREEMENT
The fully executed Nurse Family Partnership Rental Agreement with Cecil Brown for an office space at 214 Comanche Street, Kiowa, Colorado, for $450.00 per month including utilities beginning April 1st on a year to year basis was received.

The Board of County Commissioners meeting reconvened at 10:50 a.m.

ORANGE SHEETS 
The Board of County Commissioners reviewed Orange Sheets for Glen Marciniak, Christa Durbin, and William Sauer. 
Dave Hornung moved to approve the New Hire for Glen Marciniak for short term part-time IT effective April 1, 2016 at $35.00 per hour Without Benefits, seconded by Gary Koop. The motion was carried by unanimous vote by Cory Wall.
Dave Hornung moved to approve the New Hire for Christa Durbin for HHS in Human Services effective March 14, 2016 at Grade 32 Step .00 at $15.39 per hour for an annual wage of $32,000.00 as a Full Time Non-Exempt Employee with Benefits with a Trial Period of 6 months ending on September 14, 2016, seconded by Gary Koop. The motion was carried by unanimous vote by Cory Wall.
Dave Hornung moved to approve the Salary Adjustment upon end of the Trial Period for William Sauer in the Jail from $12.06 per hour for an annual wage of $25,084.18 full time Non-Exempt employee with benefits, to the new salary at Grade 28 Step .00 at $13.46 per hour for an annual wage of $28,000.00 full time non-exempt employee, which is Ineligible for January 1st raise, seconded by Gary Koop. The motion was carried by unanimous vote by Cory Wall.

BREANNA LIGHTLE – EMS PURCHASE ORDER
Breanna Lightle explained that members of the Ambulance Department have been trained on how to use the Power Driver IV and described how it works.  The Ambulance Department is requesting four Power Driver setups, which is one for each ambulance. The Board of County Commissioners approved this purchase with PO #187 detailed above requesting RETAC funding. 


MCCOOK NATIONAL BANK – NEW PRESIDENT
Mark Weber introduced Tom Bredvick, who is the new CFO of the McCook National Bank to the Board of County Commissioners. 

The Board of County Commissioners meeting recessed for lunch at 12:00 p.m. The Bethune High School SLAC members joined the Board of County Commissioners for lunch.

The Board of County Commissioners was reconvened at 1:15 p.m. in the Kit Carson County Courthouse Board of County Commissioners Room. Those present were Cory Wall, Gary Koop, Dave Hornung, Paula Weeks, Susan Corliss, Della Calhoon, Ann Rosales, Nikki Halde, Shelley Hornung, Tom Ridnour, and Katie Kirby.

DELLA CALHOON – OEM 
The OEM 1st Quarter Report was tabled to a later meeting. 
The Northeast Grant has been submitted to the NE Region and was approved but will be sent in to the State for approval for the Burlington Fire rope for high evacuation $1120.00, Stratton Fire one mobile 800 MHz radio and Community Ambulance 3 portable 800 MHz radio’s $8037.87.
Della Calhoon reported that the NOAA Weather Transmitter located at Bethune is no longer supported in any way because of its age. The last work done on the transmitter was in 2014 due to storm damage, which was covered by insurance. The NOAA office in Goodland, Kansas, is helping to located businesses that would be able to update the system. The estimated cost of this project would be approximately $30,000 to $50,000.  Della will apply for a Homeland Security Grant to fund this project.
During the blizzard on March 23rd, shelters were opened in the county with Flagler having 15, Seibert with 25, and in Burlington there were 9 at the Red Cross Shelter. With the additional hotel spaces, the Burlington shelter may not need to be opened as often. The last two storms have seen more need in Seibert and Flagler. The Seibert Community Center is in need of a generator. They are looking at applying for a grant that will need to be approved by the Seibert Town Council.
David Floy from NOAA in Goodland will be here on Monday, April 4th, to go over the StormReady checklist with Dispatch and EOC to make sure that emergency notifications are being sent to citizens.
There will be a Weather Spotter Training on April 14th at 6:30 p.m. in the Ambulance Building as requested by Burlington Chief of Police Barry Romans. The class held in Seibert on March 28th was attended by 25 people. 
Della Calhoon received acceptance to attend the 2016 Colorado Emergency Management Academy Program for three days each month, May through November, in Centennial. 
Della has received quotes for the EOC supplies that have been approved by the FEMA grant that the county can purchase and then request reimbursement, as follows:

· DHE – TECRA laptop & accessories - $1,209.33
· Software for the laptop - $343  
The Town of Seibert has been working on the scenario for the 2017 exercise that may be a full exercise or one similar to the Public Health one held in March 2016. There will be a planning meeting on April 11th at 6:00 p.m. 

HUMAN SERVICES - UPDATES, FINANCIALS, ETC.
Shelley Hornung introduced Ann Rosales from the State Child Welfare to explain some of the concerns and possible options with the caseworker supervisor position becoming vacant this week. 
Nikki Halde presented the February Financials for Human Services. The present assets are $307,964.56 with liabilities of $91,920.20 and reserves of $216,044.36. Admin is still over budget at this point in time. 
Ann Rosales and Katie Kirby had the opportunity to visit and look at additional options for Child Welfare. Katie explained to the Board of County Commissioners her plan for Friday, April 1st, as she transitions into the Human Service Director position.

TERRY CLAPPER – LANDFILL NEXT TO HIS HOUSE 
Terry Clapper expressed concerns about the amount of junk and trash being brought on to the property next to him presently occupied by Terry Thomas.  The Board of County Commissioners understood his concerns but the property is in the Vona city limits. 

ROBERT AARON TO DISCUSS SICK BANK
Robert Aaron explained to the Board of County Commissioners that the Sick Leave Bank Board denied his hours for March that he request the day before their meeting.  There seems to be confusion on how many hours were requested in February and that hours needed to requested from the Sick Leave Board each month for the HR bookkeeping. The Board of County Commissioners will look into the communication between HR, the supervisor, and the employee but that is where their involvement with the Sick Leave Pool ends.
