SUMMARY OF WRITTEN COMMENTS FOR BALLOT ISSUE NO 5A
The Flagler Fire District has worked with the same mill levy for over 40 years. It is vital to increase the mill levy to assure the district can maintain the level of service the district has expected through the years. With the cost of inflation and other variables it is impossible to keep up with the monetary requirements now put on Fire Departments. 

The cost of the tax increase levy is minimal to the tax payer. Supporting this tax levy increase is a cheap way to invest in your safety and protection for the firefighters that are protecting you and your family 24 hours a day and 365 days a year.

I live in the area covered by the Flagler Fire District. I feel it is vital for the Fire Department to increase the mill levy to insure safety. The district has operated on the same mill levy of 1.316 for over 40 years. The Fire Districts mill levy within the Kit Carson County range from 2.006 to 4.812 so by these levy's the Flagler Fire District is far lower than the other districts and must raise their levy to maintain service. This is critical for the district and its residents.

The Flagler Fire District has survived on grants and donations for over 40 years. It has come to the point that they cannot receive some grants because of the low mill levy. To increase their mill levy is a must to meet today's expenses and requirements.
